A presentation that comprises an invented Classroom Experiment
1. Introduction

The economics exam program in the Netherlands  includes two compulsory elective subjects, besides other pre-scripted parts  that must be tested during the central exam ( in May) or during the course by the school itself. There are also some  'mandatory contexts’. I have chosen to use these as subject for the elective subjects . 

The current assignment is performed in groups of about 4 students each. The groups are formed by your teacher. In general, you will receive a grade as a group. An individual correction is possible on the basis of attitude and commitment to the group assignments (after consultation with the group).

2. [bookmark: _Toc350777408]Description of the project

You and your group will conduct research into an economic context with the aim of developing a classroom experiment about it. It's essential to create an original  behavioral experiment.
In one lesson your group explains the chosen subject and conducts the classroom experiment with the students that are attending the class. This is an experiment that you have devised yourself and that fits your context/topic. You can find examples of classroom experiments on You Tube. You can get ideas here, but not copy an experiment. In addition I have submitted two links below.

3. Goals

- A deepening in the theory and current affairs of an economic subject.
- The development of a classroom experiment on this topic.
- Giving a (partial) lesson of maximum 40 minutes in which theory/current events and a classroom experiment are combined.
- To support the group, the group draws up an A4 with information that is instructive for fellow students and which contains relevant information about the subject and the experiment.
- Working together constructively within a group.
- To be able to evaluate one's own experiment and that of others.


4. Subjects

As a group, you can choose from the topics below. Each subject may appear a maximum of one time in the same class. If several groups want to choose the same subject, the teacher will draw lots. If you have an idea, about another subject that is not on the list discuss it with your teacher.

[bookmark: _Toc350777412]5.1 Plan of Action 
First of all your group will start making a plan of action. This plan is the first homework task after the introductory lesson and is discussed with the teacher in the lesson after the introductory lesson. This should be sufficient to successfully proceed with the presentation and the classroom experiment.


Content of the action plan (use the format at the bottom of this assignment!):
• Who is chairman of the group? The chairman is the teacher's contact person and chairs the meetings.
• Who is the vice-chairman who can replace and assist the chairman.
• Who is taking minutes? This role rotates (creating the lessons report). So make a rotation schedule.
• How do you deal with absence (other obligations, illness, etc.)
• Any other tasks and their distribution.
• Demarcation and angle of the subject
• What experiment are you going to do?
• Planning per week (include important deadlines in this as well)
 Search sources; collect information on the subject; presentation; devise classroom experiment tasks; lesson classroom experiment; final report etc.

[bookmark: _Toc350777413]5.2 Research
It is therefore important to collect theoretical information and information about current events, and then elaborate/deepen the subject in the direction of the experiment you are going to do.

[bookmark: _Toc350777414]5.3 The lesson that comprises the presentation and the classroom experiment
 The idea is that you will come up with your own classroom experiment that fits your own topic. Reality is simulated in a classroom with a relatively simple game (don't make it too complicated). You and your group will fill up to 40 minutes with a introduction of the subject and a classroom experiment. The students present are the participants in the experiment. After the game, you and the class also do a short evaluation. A classroom experiment must meet a number of conditions. You can find these on the website below:

During the lesson you supervise the experiment yourself. Therefore you will create a PowerPoint presentation.

It is important that this is an original behavioral experiment: What choices do people make when they find themselves in a specific economic situation? So make sure it doesn’t appear to be a quiz or questions that should be answered with “right” or “wrong”, but a behavioral experiment in which you can later ask your fellow students about the motives of their choices. It is important to know that the presentation-experiment- classes always go ahead! So if someone in the group is ill, the other group members must be able to take over his or her role.

[bookmark: _Toc350777419]You will receive a grade as a group. Unless there is reason to make an exception to this in the event of underperforming/excessive performance, after consultation with the group.

6. Reporting
In weeks 1 and 2, a short, well-arranged written report is made by the note-taker during each lesson. This always includes the following points:
• Who has which role (at least chairman and secretary)
• Attendance and Absence
• Looking back at action points from the previous lesson
• What was done during that lesson
• Questions to the teacher
• Action points for the next lesson

7. Final report

For the final report you (as a group) submit the following items: 1) The action plan. 2) Subject  and description of your experiment 3) An evaluation (after presentation) of your own working method and classroom experiment (participants). 4) Your considerations of the experiments of the groups you have been observing. Give (constructive) criticism and mention tips and tops (observers).
Make sure that the Final Report is submitted no later than Wednesday in week 5 before 23.59 (even if you do not have a class on that day) via the submission link on the learning management system (LMS)


8. Other
· Workplaces: you can work with your group in the classroom, or if you are online with your group in teams.
• Keep in mind that the workload is large during the research phase and small during the presentation phase. In the remaining time of the lessons with the presentations you can already start repeating the subjects for the test week.
